| would like to take this opportunity to provide parents/carers with some timely reminders of
student expectations and key dates for September 2022.

Student Information/Reminders:

e Wearing PE Kit — students are allowed to wear their PE kit to the Academy on the
day that they are timetabled to have PE. Only the regulation PE kit is allowed to be
worn and no other alternatives are acceptable. Students should not wear their
blazers with their PE kit — but just a coat or the regulation PE tracksuit top.

e Student Ties/Mini Schools — all students are allocated to a Mini School and
expected to wear the coloured tie associated with either Rutherford, Keynes, Darwin,
Turing, or Woolf. Ties can only be purchased from Uniformbase in Chatham.

e Mobile Phones — new policy stipulates that the use of phones during the Academy
day is prohibited. Students seen using their phones will have them confiscated and
returned at the end of the day. Some students have been given special dispensation
to use their phones for medical or personal reasons.

e Free Breakfast — All students have the opportunity each day to have free bowls of
cereal for breakfast. This is available in the Refectory from 8.00am until 8.40am.

e The Academy closes at 3pm Monday to Thursday and finishes at 2pm on a Friday.

Student Expectations:

e Students are expected to attend the Academy daily and must be on site by 8.40am

e Students are not allowed on site before 8.00am for safeguarding reasons.

e Students are expected to wear correct uniform at all times. If families are
experiencing hardship in purchasing uniform please contact us at the Academy and
we will try to support you.

e Students must not wear trainers, jewellery, make—up etc as outlined in our
Parent/Carer Directory which can be accessed on our website:
